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Fr. Joseph (Louis) Heitzer

Born in 1914 in Germany, Fr. Heitzer was ordained to the priesthood for the
Archdiocese of St. Paul in 1942. He was never incardinated into the Diocese of
New Ulm. However, Fr. Heitzer was credibly accused of abuse in the
Archdiocese and was assigned at parishes that are now within the Diocese of
New Ulm.
