This abstract supplements a Summary Timeline of Allegation, prepared by the Archdiocese of 
Chicago's Office of Professional Responsibility, dated April 13, 2006, summarizing Victim LG 
and LH's allegations of sexual abuse by Fr. Joseph Thomas. According to the summary, Victim 
LH was required to undress in front of Thomas. According to the summary, Victim LG alleged 
that Thomas required members of a parish sports team to undress and shower in front of the 
cleric.

Timeframe: 1980's 

Victim came forward in 2002 and stated that Joseph Thomas abused him when he 
attended St. Margaret Mary's Grade School in thel 980s. He stated that the abuse began 
when he was in the third or fourth grade and continued through his eighth grade year. 

This allegation was substantiated. 

Timeframe: 1959-1960 

In April 2004 a third party report was made against Joseph Thomas. The reporter stated 
that a male minor reported to him that Jose h Thomas had sexuall abused him when he 
was sixteen or seventeen years old.

Former vicar for priest stated that he discussed that call with Joseph 

Thomas and he acknowledged that he did sexually abuse the alleged victims-and 
probably the victim as well. 
This was a third party allegation and never presented to the board. Cardinal kept Joseph 
Thomas out of ministry because he admitted to the allegation. 

Timeframe: 1959-1960 
A third party report was made in April 2004 that Jose h Thomas abused a male minor 
when he was nine or ten years old. 

~Thomas stated that he definitely abused this victim and probably abused his 
--He stated that he would instruct the victim to go into the bathroom to "wash his 
dirty hands" and instruct him to strip and come into the living room naked. He stated that 
he would then look at his naked bod for his own sexual pleasure.

When I 
think about this and the harm that it is doing to a wonderful human being it hurts inside 
and makes me very angry. 

When I was ordained in 1976, my first assignment was to St. Margaret Mary with Joe 
Thomas as my pastor. I stayed there for two extensions for a total of seven years. Joe 
was the best pastor that a newly ordained could have possibly had. As you well know, a 
pastor is very important in the formation of a young priest. My last two pastors were 
contributors to the reason why I left the priesthood in 1996 after twenty years. Joe's 
gentle guidance and example made me feel good to be a priest. 

Working closely with Joe and having stayed in touch with him over the years, I can 
strongly state that I believe with my whole heart and soul that Joseph Thomas could NOT 
have done what he is accused of doing. His spirituality, his commitment to his vows, his 
love of God, the priesthood, his family and his parish families would not allow him to do 
such a thing. In just hearing the things I have said about Joe over the years and having 
met him at his 501

h Anniversary, my wife is as equally saddened, upset and frustrated by 
these false accusations. 

Joe is a reconciler. One of the reasons that Cardinal Bernardin asked him to go to St. 
John Vianney was to unite factions that were popping up in the parish. In being assigned 
as pastor at St. Margaret Mary, he had the difficult task of replacing a pastor who had 
been his pastor at St. Columba. He handled the situation with a love and concern for his 
fellow priest, Msgr. Thomas Kelly. I never heard a cross word between them and Msgr. 
Kelly always spoke highly of Joe, as an assistant and as a pastor. Parishioners from St. 
Columba and St. Ferdinand were among his friends. They saw in him what I do, that Joe 
Thomas is a beautiful man. 

Joe is a quiet man. He is a humble man who doesn't like to be the center of attention. 
But he is a strong man, too. Although never liking to create any waves, you knew that he 
was in charge. He is a family man. He was very close to his sister and brother and his 
family. He was proud of St. Margaret Mary and enjoyed when his family would visit. 
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And he was proud of his family and loved when they celebrated special occasions such as 
his niece's 1st Communion at SMM. Joe made me feel a part of his family and Joe 
became a part of my family. To this day, he still sends my mother birthday cards and he 
always remembered my parents' anniversary. I asked him to concelebrate at my father's 
funeral mass because I knew that my Dad would have wanted Joe there. 

I respect Joe Thomas as a priest, as a man and as a God-fearing Catholic Christian. There 
is nothing I am surer of than the fact that he is innocent of any wrongdoing. I am sure 
that God is watching over him as God watched over Cardinal Bernardin when he was 
unjustly accused. 

My wife-and I extend to Joe Thomas our prayers. We also pray for you, Kaz, as 
you help Joe through these difficult days. We pray for strength for Joe's family and his 
parish families. We pray for wisdom for the review board and the Cardinal who wiil be 
hearing his case. And we pray for his accuser that he finds a peace within a troubled 
soul. 

If you need any assistance from me, please do not hesitate to ask. I will do anything to 
clear the good name of Joseph Thomas. He does not deserve what is happening to him. 
Again, I state, Joseph Thomas is innocent!

Dear Father Kaczoroski: 

I am 39 year old father of a three year old boy. My first parish was Our Lady of 
Lourdes. I learned to love the church there as a young boy. (If you want to" know who I 
am, ask about me and my family.) 

When I was nine I moved to St. Margaret Mary parish. I had real trouble adjusting to 
the new environment with all the usual new kid on the block problems. One of the 
contributors to an easing of the adjustment process was Fr. Joseph Thomas. 

I am writing to complain about the treatment of Fr. Thomas. Fr. Thomas was my pastor 
for a number of years while I grew up in St. Margaret Mary (SMM) parish. I was an altar 
boy at SMM and I worked in the rectory in high school and occasionally in college while 
Fr. Thomas was pastor. Fr. Thomas was one of the finest priests I ever dealt with there. 
He is a good man and a class act. 

It was appropriate to tell us about the complaint at the parish mass on Sunday. 
However, I think it was totally inappropriate to let the press know about it before a 
thorough examination of the charge. The archdiocese action basically tarred an 
innocent man. To use the vernacular, it's a CYA (cover your ass) mentality running the 
archdiocese. The archdiocese is so concerned about its image that it will sacrifice a 
few pawns for it. 

I have two theories about the accusation. First, it is very likely that, in a population the 
size of a typical parish, some of the parishioners have mental illness. It isn't a stretch to 
believe that this may have motivated the accuser. 

This leads me to my second bit of speculation. I was shocked by the news and even 
more shocked by the presence of cameras. I really resent the fact that cameras were 
rolling in our faces as we left church yesterday. Reporters were asking us to speculate 
on something about which we know little. Is it any coincidence that, in a week when the 
Cardinal is getting bad press about backsliding on sexual abuse, this news is released? 

I am disgusted by the actions of the church hierarchy. I feel terrible about the treatment 
. I completely vouch for the character of the man.

Dear Fr. Kaczorowski: 

I would hope that by now you have heard from a number of parishioners at St. Margaret Mary 
concerning Fr. Joseph Thomas. You cannot imagine how shocked and upset my family was 
about the allegations concerning his behavior as pastor at St. Margaret Mary. 

We live to the rectory and have done so for 30 years. We observed Fr. 
Thomas from the time he moved in until he left the parish some 14 or 15 years ago. There has 
been no priest assigned to that or any parish that we know who would be less likely to be taken 
as a predator against children or adults, male or female. He is the most gentle and pastoral priest 
we have known. While he was always willing to minister to any of our spiritual needs he never 
forced himself upon us. Our youngest daughter is devastated by the charges. She was prepared 
for all ofthe sacraments by Fr. Thomas and to this day, (and she is 28) he remains one of the 
good priests who justified her staying in the Church. 

Before he came to St. Margaret Mary the area around the school and church was filled with 
teenagers drinking and being rowdy. On the fourth of July some hooligans would think nothing 
of planting illegal fireworks in the black top school playground (which is now covered by the 
Activity Center) and in at least one case, setting fire to a car that was unfortunately parked at that 
location. 

Msgr. Kelly made efforts to quell this delinquency and was marginally successful. When Father 
Thomas became pastor, in his quiet but no-nonsense way he patrolled the area riding his bike and 
speaking to anyone who would defile the peace and telling them that they had no business 
occupying Church property. We never had trouble again. 

When one of our children broke his leg playing softball with other children from St. Margaret 
Mary on school grounds, Fr. Thomas not only visited him in the hospital but came to our house 
to ask if we would need any assistance dealing with the hospital bills. I assured him that we 
were fully insured and thanked him for his pastoral concern. I will never forget that he offered 
his assistance. 

Several of our children (-worked in the rectory in the evening and on weekends 
answering the phone an~r the regular staff left for the day. None of these children 
ever reported any incident with any of the priests and certainly not with Fr. Thomas whom they 
all regard with the highest respect. I will not speak for them. I am sure that they will write to 
you on their own.

On February 13, 2003, I examined and pho graphed the premises of St. 
Margaret Mary's located at 7341 North Claremont i hicago, IL. Following a phone 
call placed to the parish facility manager Jack Ke (''Kemp"), I visited St. Margaret 
Mary. I introduced myself to Kemp as a private investigator working on behalf of the 
Archdiocesan Fitness Review Board and I provided Kemp with a business card. Kemp 
gave me a brief tour of the premises and allowed me to view the rectory. Kemp then 
allowed me to examine the altar and the room behind the altar (sacristy). I photographed 
and videotaped this room. Kemp then took me to a tunnel below St. Margaret Mary's, 
which connects the church and the school. I examined both entries to the tunnel and then 
I walked through the tunnel four times. Kemp said that he has worked for St. Margaret 
Mary for approximately fifteen years and, to his knowledge, the tunnel structure has not 
been modified. (Kemp stated that he had not been through the tunnel for two years, the 
last time to check for rodents.) 

I videotaped the entire tunnel. The floor of the passage is of sand. To enter the 
tunnel from the rectory side one must step up a couple of steps. Overhead bulbs spaced 
throughout the passage light the tunnel. All of the light bulbs were working. As one 
enters the tunnel from the rectory side, the first approximately 110 feet length of the 
tunnel has a height of approximately 5 feet 8 inches. The tunnel then turns and the height 
of the tunnel becomes approximately 6 feet for approximately 60 feet. The final 
remaining 110-foot portion of the tunnel, toward the school, has a height that is 
approximately 4 feet 7 inches. The actual tunnel height is taller, however, but the 
distance between the pipes (attached to the ceiling) and the floor where one can walk has 
a measurement of 4 feet 7 inches. The width of the tunnel is approximately 4 to 5 feet 
wide. The temperature at the interior of the tunnel is quite warm and felt uncomfortable 
for an adult during the winter. At the school entry to the tunnel, there were a few items 
of clothing and some props. 

Kemp attempted to locate the blueprints for the tunnel and the church, but to no 
avail. Kemp said that if I needed these documents, I should contact the Archdiocese 
Archives facility. The videotape and photographs discussed herein are included with this 
memorandum.

I realize you must have many questions about what is happening with regard to your 
situation. I have appreciated your patience and understanding, and I thank you again for 
agreeing not to exercise ministry while your case is pending. As you know, the Dallas Charter 
and Norms created a canonical difficulty. They required bishops to act immediately, but Church 
law prohibited us from taking any action under the Norms until they received the approval of the 
Holy See. I am very grateful to each of you for cooperating in the implementation of the Charter 
and Norms, even though that cooperation has taken a toll on you. I am writing the same letter to 
each of you so that you are clear as to what will be happening next. 

The Holy See approved the revised Norms on December 8, 2002, and Bishop Gregory 
indicated they would go into effect March 1, 2003. I want you to be aware of the implications 
of this, so that at least you will understand how we will be proceeding in the Archdiocese of 
Chicago. There are still some aspects of the process that the USCCB Committee on Canonical 
Affairs is working on, so some part of the process are less clear than others. 

In the near future, I will be submitting each of your cases to the Congregation for the 
Doctrine of the Faith, as required by the Nonns that Congregation issued in 2001. At that time, I 
will ask the Congregation for a dispensation from the statute of limitations so that we are free to 
conduct a trial according to the Code of Canon Law. 

The reason for my request will be that the seriousness and the nature of the matter 
demand it. The sexual misconduct of clergy has caused great harm to the Church in the United 
States. Unless the Church appears to be taking these allegations seriously, we will lose the 
confidence of our faithful people and the Church in the United States will no longer have a 
credible voice. 

Moreover, the nature of sexual abuse is such that those who are abused often repress the 
memory of these actions for many years. It has taken great courage on the part of many of them 
to come forward with these accusations. I can assure you that they did not make their decisions 
easily. Whether these actions took place, who was involved, and other such matters are things 
that are to be dealt with in a canonical trial. But I do not doubt for a moment the sincerity of 
those who have claimed to be victimized. 
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At the same time I submit the case to the Congregation for the Doctrine of the Faith, I 
will make formal what up to now has been simply an agreement between you and me. The 
Essential Norms for the United States require that at this time I issue a decree, in virtue of canon 
1722, prohibiting you from exercising sacred ministry and directing where you are to reside. 

If the Congregation for the Doctrine of the Faith dispenses from the statute of limitations 
and directs me to conduct a trial here in Chicago, I will then submit all the material from your 
case to Father Bill Woestman, the Promoter of Justice, who will the present a petition to the 
Metropolitan Tribunal. The petition will ask the Tribunal to decide two issues: Did you commit 
an act of sexual misconduct, as described in canon 13 95? If the answer to that is affirmative, 
shall the penalty of dismissal from the clerical state be applied to you? 

At this point, if you have not already engaged the services of a canonical advocate, you 
will be required to do so. Your advocate's job is to ensure the protection of your rights and to 
raise any issues with regard to the above questions. 

According to the wishes of the USCCB, the judges for the trial will be chosen from a 
pool of judges who will be trained in Washington during the last two weeks of February. This 
will ensure that no Archdiocesan priest will be deciding your case. 

The judges will use the information that has been gathered by the Fitness Review Board 
Administrator, the Vicar for Priests, the Victim Assistance Minister, and your own personnel 
file. They may also ask for additional information in the case, as they see fit. You or your 
advocate can also propose other questions to the judges that would assist them in their 
investigation. 

After the judges have collected all the information in the case, you and your advocate will 
be allowed access to all of the information that the judges will be using in making their decision. 
You will also be allowed to comment on the information you review, and your advocate will be 
given an opportunity to present arguments in the case. 

At the conclusion of the process, both the Promoter of Justice and you can appeal the 
decision of the Tribunal. The appeal can be based upon the procedures that were followed 
during the course of the trial or upon the merits of the decision that was handed down. 
According to the 2001 Norms of the Congregation for the Doctrine of the Faith, these appeals are 
to be directed to the Supreme Apostolic Tribunal of that Congregation. 

I believe that this is the most effective way to ensure that justice is served in the Church. 
By using our legal system, the rights of all parties are guaranteed and decisions are made on the 
basis of correct jurisprudence. Regardless of the outcome, the decisions will not only be just, but 
they will also appear just in the eyes of our people. This will demonstrate that decisions are not 
made in an arbitrary manner in the Church, but are made in an orderly and well-reasoned 
manner. 

It is for this reason that I will not make any administrative decisions about the disposition 
of your case. I believe the judicial process will allow you and your advocate to present 
arguments concerning the substance of the case and the procedures that have been followed. The 
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judges will then be able to render a decision on this matter which is consistent with our 
jurisprudence and canonical practice. 

I am very much aware of the pain that you have gone through during these months. 
While this has been personally painful for you, I believe this time has also given our people an 
opportunity to look at this issue more thoroughly and realize its complexity. Some of the 
stridency has lessened, and people seem to be reassured that the cases will be handled in a just 
and equitable manner. 

You have been in my prayers each day, and I ask that you continue to keep me in yours.

She is to collect any additional proofs she deems necessary in accordance with the norm of law 
as they relate to the present allegation. She is delegated to take testimony from the accused and 
from any witnesses (cc. 1530-1538 and 1547 -1573), to obtain any necessary documents (cc. 
1540 - 1546), to enlist the services of any experts deemed necessary (cc. 1574 - 1581 ), and to 
have access to places or things which she deems necessary for her investigation.

Greetings in Christ! I received a copy of a May 13, 2003 letter from Ms. Giacchetti 
indicating that the second stage review for the case of Fr. Joseph Thomas is scheduled 
with the Review Board for June 21, 2003. I understand that a final decision on the case 
may be made by the Board at that meeting. I would like to submit some serious 
concerns that I have about the case at this point. 

First, lam very concerned that Fr. Thomas has not yet been provided with an 
opportunity to review and respond to the evidence bein considered in his case. A ou 
are aware, Fr. Thomas is an elder! riest now 

. In light oft e act that it would 
be very difficult for Fr. Thomas to review the acts of his case in person at the chancery, 
we petition the Board to immediately provide copies of the evidence to Fr. Thomas or 
myself so that we can review and respond to the evidence before the Board meeting on 
June 21. If it is absolutely impossible to provide us copies of the evidence, we ask that 
the Board immediately arrange and pay for a trip for Fr. Thomas to Chicago to review the 
evidence and take written notes. As you are aware, it is very important that Fr. Thomas 
have the opportunity to review and respond to the evidence in his case as part of his 
canonical due process rights. After we have had the opportunity to review the evidence, 
I will assist Fr.Thomas in preparing a written personal statement responding to the 
allegations and evidence in his case. I am enclosing Fr. Thomas' preliminary personal 
statement, and ask that the Board seriously consider it in making a decision on the case. 

Second, in addition to his written personal statement, Fr. Thomas has the right to submit 
witness statements and the defense brief of a canonical Advocate. In his preliminary 
personal statement, Fr. Thomas states that he has received many cards and letters of 
support since the allegation became public. We ask that such cards and letters be 
seriously considered by the Board in making a decision on the case. 

Third, since I have not yet had the opportunity to review the evidence in the case, I am 
unable to provide a complete defense brief at this time. However, I do wish to submit a 
preliminary defense brief at this time; I ask that the Board seriously consider the 
following preliminary remarks in making a decision on this case: 

1) In his preliminary personal statement, Fr. Thomas states that the allegant alleges that 
the sexual abuse took place in the earlv 1980's. The alleoant alleQes that Fr. Thomas 
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sexually abused him when he was in the 3rd or 4th grade through the 8th grade. The. 
allegant did not report the allegation to the Archdiocese until he was 32. Based on th•s 
information, it is clear that the canonical statute of limitations on this allegation has 

expired. 

Fr. Thomas has strongly denied the allegations made by this allegant. It must 
be pointed out that it is not for Fr. Thomas to prove his innocence of the allegation. It is 
for the allegant to show why he believes Fr. Thomas is guilty of the allegation. 

3)1t must be asked: Why did the allegant wait several years to report the allegation to the 
Archdiocese? The fact that he waited so long should raise serious questions about the 
veracity and credibility of the allegation. 

4)Fr. Thomas has clearly worked with many young people during his many years of 
oriestly ministry. If he was sexually abusing young people, why have not more young 
:>eople come forward with allegations? Many psychological experts point out that most 
~ctive pedophiles sexually abuse multiple young people. 

It appears that t ere is no proof that Fr. Thomas 
1as sexually abused minors in the past. As such, it does not appear that he is a high risk 
)r sexually abusing minors in the future. Although it appears that the Archdiocese 
rould be justified in restricting his ministry around minors, it does not appear that his 
ase warrants permanent removal from all ministry or dismissal from the clerical state. We 
ould recommend that he be allowed retirement with limited faculties in the Archdiocese. 

Fr. Thomas is an elderly priest. If the Archdiocese determines that the allegation 
1ainst him is credible, we ask that the Archdiocese not even consider an imposed 
:cization procedure due to his advance age. This is clearly in line with the 
commendation of the Charter and Essential Norms in the U.S. 
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Again, we hope that the Archdiocese will immediately arrange for an opportunity for Fr. 
Thomas to review the evidence in his case, and submit a written response to such 
evidence. We will look forward to your response on this matter in the n~ou

I am again writing to you to give you an update as to what is happening concerning the 
allegations of sexual misconduct with a minor which have been made against you. I am 
extremely grateful to you for your patience in this matter. As you know, the Dallas Charter 
required me to act quickly in cases involving allegations of clerical sexual misconduct with a 
minor to ensure that no priest with a credible accusation was engaged in public ministry. 
However, because the accompanying Norms had not been approved by the Holy See, I have not 
been able to act as quickly as I would have liked in getting your case resolved. 

With the Norms having gone into effect on March 1, 2003, along with further instructions 
which came from the Holy See in February, we are now in a position to begin referring our cases 
to the Congregation for the Doctrine of the Faith. Before I make such a referral, I will gather any 
additional information that seems necessary and review the matter once again. I will then send 
your advocate a copy of the letter I will be sending to the Holy See, and allow him or her the 
opportunity to offer an opinion as well. I anticipate this being done by the middle of July. 

To that end, I have delegated Ms. Leah McCluskey to review each of the cases to see if 
more information needs to be gathered. I have asked her to report back to me within one month 
so that I can make a determination about referring the case to the Congregation for the Doctrine 
of the Faith. According to the recommendation of the Canonical Affairs Committee of the 
United States Conference of Catholic Bishops, if the Congregation for the Doctrine of the Faith 
directs me to begin a penal trial, the judges to be used will not be priests serving in the 
Archdiocese of Chicago. They will be chosen from a list of priests who have been trained to 
hear cases of clerical sexual misconduct. 

In referring your case to the Congregation for the Doctrine of the Faith, I will also consult 
with the Promoter of Justice and issue a decree which formalizes those things which I asked you 
to do for the good of the Church and under your promise of obedience to me. The imposition of 
this decree is required by Norm 6 of the Essential Norms established by the United States 
Conference of Catholic Bishops. 
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I have also designated Ms. McCluskey as the person to ensure that the "monitoring 
protocol" which you signed is being followed. She will report to me and to the Professional 
Fitness Review Board concerning your compliance with this protocol. I have asked that she 
perform this function personally, with the Vicar for Priests doing so in her absence. This will 
ensure the confidentiality and professionalism of this monitoring. 

The protocols which you sign from time to time are not to be considered as penalties 
imposed on you. Instead, they are ways in which I exercise my responsibility to ensure that you 
fulfill the obligations which you received when you were ordained. I am establishing these 
protocols as individual precepts, which canon 49 describes as "a decree which directly and 
legitimately enjoins [you] to do or omit something, especially in order to urge the observance of 
law." You will receive a copy of my precept at the same time you receive a copy of your 
protocol. 

I hope this clarifies the process somewhat for you. I am grateful that we can finally begin 
a process for the resolution of your case. I know this has been a very difficult period of time for 
you in your priesthood. You have always been in my prayers during this time. I ask that you 
continue to keep me in yours.

This letter.is in regard to the abuse allegation someone has generated against my brother., 
Rev Joseph S. Thomas, Jr. 

Why someone has accused him of something that may have happened many years back, is 
beyond my understanding! It, also to. date, has taken a year out of a priest's life .at an age when .he 
should be 'enjoying retirement, and positively interacting in his late years now with his great nieces 
and great nephew, and other family members and fiiends. 

Father Joe and I are close in age, about four years separate us, and from the time he and I were 
little boys, I can recall him saying nothing other than he was.going to be a priest when he grew 
up! No ifs, ands, or buts about this! He taught me how to serve Mass in the late 1930's, and we 
even had an altar in our room, made by him, with _cut out .dolls for_.priests, and fulLsets _of 
vestments for the different liturgies. He was the pastor and I was the assistant, and of course he 
had a full schedule of services prepared for us each week. 

When growing up, we had wonderful mends in our Berwyn, Illinois neighborhood, that were 
nothing but a.positive influence on both _of our lives. It was an ecumenical neighborhood ahead _of 
its time. We had a mixture of all nationalities and religions, and a great group of boys and some 
girls too, that played and interacted in a very friendly manner. We had wonderful childhood 
experiences, with great parents, as were the parents of our fiiends, God rest all their souls. Our 
grammar school education came from one of the top schools in. the Archdiocesan system, 
St. Leonard in Berwyn, which in those days was staffed by the Sisters of St. Joseph out of 
LaGrange. 

We even had our own baseball field, where in the summer we would play 16 inch baseball from 
morning to night, and tag football inthe.fallll .. can_still remember seeing FatherJoe running to one 
of our late spring Saturday afternoon baseball games, to get 11 in ", after a school day's work at 
Quigley downtown. He was always needed in a game, since he was the fastest runner in our 
group, and certainly could cover ground in the outfield! Today, his arthritic knees preclude him 
from long walks, much less running. l_a.lway.skid him that.the bacLknees in his later years now are 
a result of1 all that 11 kneeling and genuflecting 11

• 
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It's difficult for me to believe that this alle_ged abuse accusation holds any water! Father Joe 
has always been a very unassuming, laid back individual, who always relates well with people, and 
has been a positive influence in many lives, whenever and wherever I have seen him interacting 
with them; and this goes back almost 70 years now! I certainly have never seen nor heard of his 
having any sexual problem within or outside the family with children, or adults of either sex, in 
the 70 years that I have known him. It may be that he is being attacked because someone is 
taking advantage of his easy going,_personable nature. To be hone.st with you, he is not a fighter. 

I have a parish priest here from India who told me a story about an Indian priest from his area 
in the Diocese of Ujjain. This priest was.getting out of a taxi when the Hindu driver hit him on the 
side of the face, and knocked him down as he was going to pay him. He gave the driver the 
money and .the driver hit him again on the other side of the face, when the priest.got up the 
second time, he proceeded to knock the heck out of the man! The driver said he thought that 
Christ tau~t everyone to love their enemies and turn the other cheek. The priest told the .driver 
that Christ didn't say how many times you had to turn the other cheek! 

This reminds me.ofFather Joe, sincelbelievehe would tum the other cheek, again, again, 
again, and again, ad infinitum! 

By the way, my parish priest is in the order of the Missionary Society of St. Thomas the 
Apostle. S,t. Thomas is believed 10 .. be .buried .in lndia 

In any event, these are some of my observations about the problem that may be relevant to the 
board's depi.sion, when Father Joe's case.is reviewed again.

Greetings in Christ! I am forwarding to you the preliminary defense statement for Fr. 
Joseph Thomas, an incardinated priest of the Archdiocese of Chicago currently under 
investigation for sexual misconduct. 

Fr. Thomas has provided an excellent personal statement responding to the allegation 
and evidence in his case. We ask that the Archdiocese seriously consider Fr. Thomas' 
personal statement in making a decision on this case. Fr. Thomas has also submitted a 
list of several formal and character witnesses who are willing to provide witness 
statements for his defense. We ask that the Archdiocese take time to interview these 
witnesses before making a decision on this case. If the Archdiocese fails to interview 
these witnesses, we will make note of this in our remarks to the Holy See. 

As Fr. Thomas' canonical Advocate, I would like to ask that the Archdiocese consider the 
following remarks: 

Thomas strongly denies this allegation. It is completely unbelievable that such incidents 
in a public setting could take place on several occasions and not be noticed by anyone 
else in the church. This allegation is most serious as it involves not only alleged sexual 
abuse of a minor (canon 1395.2), but also a violation of canon 1387. should \ 
be made aware that if he is making false allegations in regard to these incidents. he could \ 
face the penalty in canon 1390.1.

B)lt must be pointed out that it is not for Fr. Thomas to prove that he is innocent of these 
allegations by It is for to show why he believes Fr. Thomas is 
guilty of the allegations. It must also be pointed out that Fr. Thomas has worked with 
many young people during his many years of priestly ministry, and that is the 
only person who has ever accused Fr. Thomas of sexual abuse. If Fr. Thomas was 
sexually abusing minors, why has only one person come forward with an allegation? 
Most experts on sexual abuse of minors make it clear that those who sexually abuse 
minors most often abuse more than one minor. 

9)1t must also be pointed out that the canonical statute of limitations on the allegations in 
this case have long ago expired. In relation to this point, it must be asked wh­

waited so many years to report such alleged abuse to the Archdiocese. -
provides various reasons why he did not report the incidents when he was still a 

minor. However, the fact is that he did not report the alleged abuse for many years even 
after he became an adult. This fact should raise serious questions about the veracity and 
credibility of the allegation. 

However, it does not appear that 
there is any canonical basis at this time for permanently removing Fr. Thomas from all 
public ministry in the future. We would recommend that Fr. Thomas be allowed 
retirement with limited faculties in the Archdiocese. 

11)Fr. Thomas is an elderly priest. If the Archdiocese determines that the allegations 
against him are credible, we ask that the Archdioce$e not even consider an imposed 
laicization procedure due to his advanced age. This is clearly in line with the 
recommendation of the U.S. Charter and Essential Norms.

Victim Statement Abstract 

This abstract supplements a letter from Fr. Vincent E. Bertrand, canonical advocate for Fr. 
Joseph Thomas to Cardinal Francis George, dated July 14, 2003, forwarding a preliminary 
defense statement to the Archdiocese of Chicago, in response to Victim KV's allegations of 
sexual abuse. According to the letter, Victim KV alleged he was abused by Thomas at St. 
Margaret Mary parish from the fourth to eighth grades, in the 1980s. Victim KV stated the abuse 
included genital fondling and oral sex. In his letter, Fr. Bertrand argues that many aspects of 
Victim KV's allegation are unbelievable, such as the frequency with which the abuse was alleged 
to have occurred, and specific locations where the abuse was said to have taken place.

Our friendship began almost 30 
years ago, when I was a parishioner at St. Ferdinand Parish in Chicago. I was a 
parishioner there for many years, a teacher-aide, a school board member, a liturgy team 
member, and a member of the Ladies of St. Ann, at which time Father Thomas was the 
moderator. My older sonllwas also a Cub Scout at the time that we lived in the 
parish, and Father Thomas was the moderator for the boys. On a personal level, Father 
Thomas and I played bridge in the same group, getting together monthly.

We are long-time friends of Fr. Joe Thomas. He has asked us to 
write to you a etter spe ng o our relationship with him and our experience of Fr. Joe 
in situations that involved our children and others. 

We first met Fr, Joe Thomas when he was assigned to St. Ferdinand parish in Chicago in 
the early 1970's. Fr. Joe immediately became a close friend of our family. At that time, 
we had 5 children, the oldest two were boys, ages 8 and 9. Fr. Joe was often at our 
home, interacting with our family, celebrating home Masses, as well as other family 
celebrations. He was responsible for celebrating the first communions of both of our 
oldest sons - celebrations that took place in our family home. In our experience, there 
were never any interactions with our children that we felt were inappropriate. We felt 
very comfortable with Fr. Joe being around all of our children. Fr. Joe was involved in 
other sacramental preparations - Reconciliation and Confirmation - with our children; 
many of these preparations took place in our family home. 

During that same period of time.was the cub master at St. Ferdinand's. Fr. Joe was 
appointed the chaplain of the scouting program for the parish. During any one year, we 
would have as many as 60 young men, ages 8 to 12, in the scouting program. Fr. Joe 
would have been involved with us in monthly 'pack nights' which were evenings spent at 
the parish in various scouting activities. He was also responsible for the "Parvuli Dei" 
award- a religious scouting award. Again, Fr. Joe always treated the children with 
respect, was honest and trustworthy in all his dealings with the children, and never left us 
with any n~ve feelings about how he would interact with these young men in 
scouting. - worked together with him for four years in the scouting program; Fr. Joe 
continued on with the program after.had left his involvement as scout master. 

Beyond those years, we have maintained a close relationship with Fr. Joe over all of 
these past 30 years. He has been not only our priest, but our friend. He has attended 
most of our family celebrations, the funerals of our parents, and other special moments 
that he was free to attend. We have been together in a bridge club from St. Ferdinands 
that meets monthly all of these 30 years. He has baptized a lot of our grandchildren and 
married a number of our children.

My name is- I am a 36-year-old Catholic who grew up without a father. My 
mother raised me with an older sister and youn~ther was an officer in 
the U.S. Air Force, and was missing in action- We lived on the 
northwest side of Chicago. I attended St. Ferdinand Church and School from pre-school 
through 5th grade, when my family moved to the suburbs. I was active in the church, 
extracurricular after-school activities, the school band, and the Boy Scouts the entire time 
that I lived in this area. During this period, I met and became friends with Father Joe 
Thomas. I cannot recall exactly the first time we met, but I can say that he has always 
been a welcome part of my family's and my life. 

I have spent countless hours with Father Thomas as a child and as an adult. A memory I 
especially hold close to my heart was how he would play catch with my brother and me 
when he would be over for dinner. He always had time to spend with us kids, not just the 
adults. Another compelling memory is of Father Thomas as the moderator for the Parvuli 
Dei program at St. Ferdinand Church. The purpose of this special Catholic scouting 
program is to "help young boys explore activities to discover the presence of God in their 
daily lives, as members of their families and parishes, and also to develop a good, 
positive self-image through the contributions they can make to the group or community."

Father Joseph Thomas is not my friend. I know him, rather, in the capacity of confessor and I am 
hurting because of his absence. It is true that I know what many others say concerning his 
dedication, loyalty, compassion, and concern as a result of their involvement with him, and we are 
equally outraged at the accusations against him. The profile just doesn't fit 

Father Thomas walks with a noticeable limp. Sometime it is more pronounced than usual and it is 
obvious he is in pain. When asked, he merely dismisses it with a wave of his hand while insisting 
that everyone has problems. Nevertheless, Father is always prompt to fulfill his obligations, 
extending himself beyond expectations even though he is officially a retired resident. 

Father Thomas' homilies are not charismatic in their presentation but forceful because of the truth 
they present. He promotes Our Blessed Mother and the importance of saying the Rosary. In 
addition he promotes the importance of prayer. His personality is not warm and fuzzy but gently 
caring and truthful. In his philosophy he remains steadfast to the teachings of the Church and our 
Pope. Moreover, he is not progressive or liberal nor does he suggest the Church must keep up with 
the culture of our times. Father Thomas is rather, a good Catholic priest 

Since I know many priests, I can honestly say there are some about whom I could not give witness 
testimony concerning the abuse about which Father Thomas has been accused but with all the 
intensity of my convictions I insist that Father Thomas simply doesn't fit the profile of someone 
who could have committed sexual abuse.

Father-indicated that he was resident at St. Margaret Mary Omrch probably beginning in 
the fal~3.

STATEMENTS FROM A TELEPHONE INTERVIEW OF THE FOLLO~l!:ROFESSIOf~AL RES?Df'ISIBILITY 

The undersi ed began the interview asking for his name, address and date of birth. He was born 
on in Chicago, Illinois. he said he became acquainted with Father Joseph Thomas 
when he was in fourth grade in St. Margaret Mary Grade School in Chicago, Illinois and this 
would have been approximately in 1982. He said that his family became members of St. 
Margaret Mary Parish as e:arly as 1976 but he became much more familiar with Father Thomas. 
once he became a sttident in of the parish school in .1982. Prior to that time he had been attending 
a local public school before he transferred to St. Margaret Mary School. 

He said he became more acquainted with Father Thomas once he started serving mass. He could 
not remember precisely how old they were required to be or what grade school they had to be in 
before they could become an altar boy; however, it was either in fourth grade or sixth grade as he 
recalled. He thought that he was serving mass for Father Thomas at least once a week after he 
started serving. In addition, he would see him after Mass with his parents on Sundays. He said 
Father Thomas would make occasional visits to the school classrooms and he would see him 
there. He said that normally two altar boys would be assigned to serve at a mass but it was not 
uncommon to serve by oneself. He said that at the time there were three morning masses during 
the week, 6:30, 7:15 and 8:45 and the servers would rotate week by week from one Mass time to 
the other. He could not remember whether Father Joe would himself rotate from one Mass to the 
other. He could not remember whether or not there was any one particular day of the week 
Father Joe was not present for mass. He could not remember hearing that Father Joe had a 
particular day off each week. 

The undersigned specifically asked whether or not Father Joseph Thomas ever 
touched him inappropriately and he said that Father Joe never did so. He said he never witnessed 
or never heard that Father Thom~ touched any other server inappropriately. He said he never 
heard any rumors among his classmates or the other mass servers that he had ever touched one of 
the boys inappropriately. He did not remember Father Joseph asking him to help move things in 
or out of storage or, if he did, there was nothing to it. He did not recall any instances when Father 
Joe would ask the servers to stay after mass to help them do anything or to do any errands with 
them. 

The undersigned asked -if he would remember any of the names of his 
classmates are his fello~nd he said that he would. The undersigned asked him if 
he remembered the name of a-He said he did remember him but he was either one 
or two classes ahead of him. He said he did not remember too~ He said 
they were acquainted but they were not friends. He thought that ~meone 
about whom much would have been said because he was not popular. When asked why. was 
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not popular- said that he really did not know but did ~most of the socializing 
in the school centered around sports and he remembered that _...was not involved in 
sports and that, perhaps, this accounted for something. 

The undersigned asked how Father Thomas typically related to the yollllg 
people and he said that he related to them very well. He said that probably his most vivid 
memory of Father Thomas comes from one incident which happened during his year in sixth 
grade. He remembers followed Fr. Joe coming into the sixth grade class, intemipting Mrs. 
Mahoney's math class around Christmas time, which is something that he would normally do a 
around Christmas. However, on this particular occasion he sang songs with the kids and this was 
great fun. 

He remembers that he may have done some one-on-one things with Father Thomas. For 
example, it is. highly likely :that he would of serve M~ for Father Thomas by himself. It was not 
uncommon for him to be in the rectory since he was the head altar boy and therefore would have 
to work out serving schedules with the priests at the rectory. And it would not be uncommon for 
him to be sent on an errand to the rectory for his teacher or the principal of the school. He also 
recalled the annual altar boy fishing trip. They will go to Mundelein Seminary for this trip. One 
or so of the other priests would go along as well as some of the older men of the Men's Club. He 
has the recollection that it was Father O'Shea who coordinated the fishing trips. 

The undersigned asked which priest usually handled the training of servers. He 
said that this was always Father O'Shea and not Father Thomas. 

The undersigned asked what would be his brother's perspective in these matters. 
He said that his brother was two years younger than he. However, he would have a similar 
perspective in that both of them attended St. Margaret Mary School and both of them were altar 
servers. He also went on at least one of the fishing trips to Mundelein. 

The undersigned asked for-general impression of the personality of Father 
Thomas. He said that Father Joe Thomas was moderately outgoing and was kind. He was very 
proud of his parish and proud of the church building itself. He remembered the Father Joe tried 
to reach out and create a very good environment in the school. He spoke of the school because 
that is_ where he saw him at least fifty perc;ent of t11e time. 

The undersigned asked where he went to school after St. Margaret Mary and he 
indicated that he attended Loyola Academy. The undersigned also asked where­
attended high school but he did not recall. However, he advised that almost all who graduated 
from St. Margaret Mary School went on to Catholic high school at some location or another. 
These schools would have been Notre Dame high school in Niles, Quigley North located on the 
north side Gordon Technical School also on the north side. There is a slight possibility that he 
went to St. Ignatius. However there were usually only one or two per class who went on to St. 
Ignatius.

Thomas 
as much time as needed for our work in his defense. I can assure you we are working at this task, albeit 
we are not able to devote all of our time to the task. 

As I have read, the first review was about a year ago and I understand the desire to bring closure to his 
situation. I know that he himself would want closure. I have a sense, from reading the files that Fr. 
Thomas was not at all well served by his previous ecclesiastical advocate. Thus, in effect, there has been 
some time not so well spent or utilized since the first stage review.

need. Yet, there is no sense that this work is drifting but is truly focused on the accomplishment of 
well-defined tasks, which when completed will be promptly delivered to you 

Therefore, I am faxing this letter to you today as well as placing it in the mail. I can be reached by 
telephone during the day through Thursday of this week at However, as the Archdiocesan 
offices are on a four-day workweek, I shall be out of the office on Friday, but may be reached at

We received a telephone call this afternoon from our pastor emeritus, Fr. Joseph Thomas, asking if 
we would write a letter to you describing the scheduling and duties of the sacristans at St. Margaret Mary 
Parish. I believe he said this requested information was to be used by yourself and Msgr. Fred Easton, Fr. 
Thomas' canon lawyer, in preparation of his defense against allegations purportedly occurring some twenty 
years ago. We are pleased to offer our assistance by writing this letter. 

- and I have been church sacristans as a couple since l retired in 1990 and still perform this 
monthly task. At that time Sacristans served every day of the week except Sunday. Sometime in the early 
'90's that schedule was been cut to 12 to 15 opportunities to serve in this ministry during a given month. 19 
individuals currently fulfill these tasks on a fixed monthly schedule which occur on Monday, Wednesday and 
Saturday in each week. Nominally, many sacristans attend the weekday 8:45 AM morning mass on the day 
of their scheduled service and begin their duties immediately after mass. Tue priest, altar servers (currently 
senior parishioners assist at mass in this ministry) and lector are usually still in attendance in the sacristy 
when commencing this cleaning schedule. 

There are a few tasks which are repeated on each day of service but individual assignments can differ 
from day to day and within the monthly schedule. These duties consume about an hour to an hour and a half 
depending on how many sacristans are involved daily (two people sharing a date vs. individuals) and the 
conditions of the sanctuary and sacristies (tending to flowers and plants used for seasonal decoration; candle 
replacement when they burn low; supplies requiring replenishment). 

Although these tasks are usually done immediately after mass, there are those who fulfill their 
scheduled duties when an opportunity presents itself anytime during of the day. Sacristans who arrive later 
must gain access to the church through the rectory and let themselves into the church via the connecting door 
to the rectory. In the absence of a sacristan the church is locked within the hour after mass by a member of 
the rosary group, who gather after every morning mass for prayer. 

Fr. Thomas asked me ifl knew who might have been involved as sacristans on the Wednesday 
schedule during the time period you are investigating but my memory could not help him there. Many 
women who were involved at that time have since moved from the parish or have died. There might have 
been one male sacristan, and three women, 
-who served then and still serve as a sacristans. 

If there is anything more we can do, please do not hesitate to give us call or drop a note. We cannot 
be more anxious than Fr. Thomas to bring this issue to a close but it is close.

A number of people who were in a position to know affirmed that on most Wednesdays, 
Father Thomas was not at the parish since it was his day off:

However, it is clear by all reports that Father Thomas never trained the altar servers, but 
rather it was Father O'Shea who always trained the servers. (Father O'Shea is now deceased.) It 
is important to note that the parish secretary, the principal of the school as well as one of the 
associate pastors who confirm that Father O'Shea trained the servers. 

Again, following · ndication that these incidents of abuse were connected 
with his having contact with Father Thomas by serving Mass, it should be noted that it is clear 
that at St. Margaret Mary in those days boys began to serve only in sixth grade: this is affirmed 
by the school principal in those days; further, we lmow from the available bulletins 
that graduated in 1984 and that the first time his name is listed as a server was for 
the week of August 10-15, 1981, the year he began sixth grade and not third grade as his report 
would seem to suggest.

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The allegations of-suggests that Father Thomas was seeking out young boys and in 
particular him. 

Mrs.-the parish secretary, reported that Father Thomas was not one to 
socialize with children; 

the school principal at the time in question, reported that she never saw 
Father Thomas alone with any of the students of the school; 

the former associate pastor, stated that Father Thomas was not comfortable 
around children. 

Therefore, the descriptions of Father Thomas' behavior by -are not 
consistent with those persons who knew him at the time. 

Further, and very importantly, -had volunteered the names of two other boys 
whom Father Thomas allegedly assaulted, namely, However, 
when these men were interviewed as listed above, they categorically denied that any such sexual 
abuse happened to them at the hand of Rev. Joseph Thomas.

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In the case of Father Joseph Thomas we have a priest who was well known not to seek out young 
people and was a man who generally kept to himself except for the needs of the ministry. Those 
who were in a position to know him at the time the reported incidents of sexual abuse allegedly 
occurr-d n v r him alone with young people or seeking out their company. On Wednesdays 
when alleges many of the instances occurred, we have the word of those who were 
with at er Thomas at his lake house or on the golf course, since they were with him on his day 
off. The parish secretary and the parish school principal were also aware that Father Thomas 
took Wednesday as his regular day off. The accusations o~e not consistent with 
the observations of others who were in a position to know. Further, there are no other people 
other than ~ho have come forward to make accusations, but rather there is a host of 
testimonials of others who have arisen to his defense and do not believe the allegations are at all 
consistent with what they know of Father Thomas. 

Therefore, after giving this matter thorough consideration and especially in light of the additional 
evidence which is outlined above, the undersigned submits that the above establishes that what 
was thought at the outset to be "knowledge which at least seems true" (notitia verisimilis) or a 
credible allegation is no longer such. 

Hence, the undersigned advocate submits this report for the consideration of Francis Cardinal 
George and the Review Board of the Archdiocese of Chicago.

Thomas was at the Chicago parish from 1975 to 1987 before becoming associate pastor in 
Northlake. He retired in 1997 but continued to assist with sacraments and Mass, archdiocese 
spokeswoman Mary McDonough said. 

In an initial review, the board found reasonable cause to suspect the abuse and recommended 
removal, according to Jakubowski's letter. Cardinal Francis George accepted the 
recommendation, placing Thomas in a "monitored and restricted" setting where he will not be 
al?ne with minors, pending a second-stage review.

Let me begin again by saying how much I value the work of our Professional 
Responsibility Review Board and how important your work is to our local Church. Your 
work has been validated, in time, by the Holy See's response to our presentation of our 
cases. I am grateful. 

Tue function of the Professional Responsibility Review Board as stated in the US 
Essential Norms is: " ... advising the diocesan bishop/eparch in his assessment of the 
allegations of sexual abuse of minors and in his determination of suitability for ministry" 
(4, A). The mandate of the Professional Responsibility Review Board as stated in the 
Policies and Procedures of the Archdiocese of Chicago is: "The Board shall serve as the 
principal advisor of the Archbishop in his assessment of allegations of sexual abuse of 
minors and in his determination of suitability for ministry." (1104.3.4). 

Quite a while ago I received your assessment of the case involving~ •••I allegation of sexual misconduct against the Reverend Joseph Thomas. I am 
sorry that it has taken me so long to respond to your work on this case. This is a very 
complex case; correspondingly, your work and my response to your work, as well as the 
whole process surrounding this case, is complex. As you know, after you concluded your 
process, I spoke with you as a group about your analysis and I further studied the case 
material with two members of the Board, both of whom are attorneys. In the intervening 
time, I have also consulted with others about the information regarding Father Thomas. 

I am not able to reach moral certitude that there is reasonable cause to suspect that 
the incidents as described did, in fact, occur. However, your assessment concludes by 
recommending that Father Thomas not be returned to ministry. Given all the 
considerations about his fitness for ministry and other determinative information that I 
have received, I agree with that recommendation. Therefore, for the protection of 
minors, as well as for his own benefit, I direct that he live in a residence ofretired priests 
where his deportment will be supervised and his functioning open to scrutiny. The 
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decree which will implement my decision will specify in some detail what he will be 
permitted to do and what he will not be permitted to do. First and foremost, he will never 
be permitted to be alone with anyone under the age of I 8. A capable priest who resides 
in the same residence with him has been designated as his monitor. He is removed from 
public ministry for the safety of children. 

My manner of receiving your assessment should not be construed to mean that the 
allegation of the accuser that he was a victim of sexual abuse as a minor is not believed, 
nor should it be construed as a negative finding for the specific accusation of the accused. 
It is simply a statement about the coherence of evidence associated with the descriptions 
of a specific set of incidents. 

Of course, should new, substantial information be brought forward about this 
particular case in the future, then we will all reconsider the matter.

Dear Mr. Lago: 

I read in the Chicago Tribune a few days ago about the eleven priests of the Chicago 
Archdiocese who are being withdrawn from the ministry because of allegations of sexual abuse. 
Our former pastor, Fr. Joseph Thomas, was one of two or three priests whose cases have not 
been referred to the Vatican. Several years ago, when allegations were made against him, I 
wrote to the priest at Our Lady of Lourdes who was handling his case. I did not hear from him 
concerning my letter. Consequently I am writing to you a similar letter in hopes that Fr. Thomas 
will receive a fair and unbiased hearing. I know I am not alone is regarding Fr. Thomas as a 
fine, sensitive and caring pastor. Everyone that I talked to at the time was as shocked as I to hear 
that he was caught up in this crisis. 

My family lives St. Margaret Mary school. We have nine children. At 
least 7 of those children worked part time in the rectory answering the phone and the door in the 
evenings and on the weekends. Never, at any time, did my husband or myself suspect Fr. 
Thomas of inappropriate behavior. Our children never reported any kind of problem with this 
man. To the contrary, all were impressed with his kindness and his concern for his parish. 

One of Our sons experienced a broken leg in a parish softball game when the youngest curate slid 
into him. Of course, it was an accident and not the fault of the priest. Fr. Thomas, however, 
made a point of visiting us and asking if we needed help with the medical expenses. We assured 
him that we realized it was an accident and we had no intention of pursuing the matter. Fr. 
Thomas was very solicitous about our son and kept in touch with us. 

Years later, when our youngest daughter was in the hospital with an asthma attack, he made a 
point of visiting her. When he decided to leave St. Margaret Mary we were saddened because he 
had been everything that anyone could ask for as a shepherd of our souls. 

I hope that in the passion of the moment, when obviously there have been incidents of sexual 
abuse by some priests, Fr. Thomas is not caught in the flurry of accusations. I know the bishops 
have to make examples of those who are guilty. Fr. Thomas has never given us or the 
parishioners to whom we have spoken any reason to suspect him of being anything but a good 
and caring priest. Certainly at a time when vocations are few and far between the Church cannot 
afford to lose one of its finest priests. He and the Archdiocese are in our prayers.

Rev. Edward Grace, Vicar for Priests, Mr. John O'Malley, Director of Legal Services, 
and PRA traveled to the Mundelein Police Department today to meet with Mr. Raymond 
Rose, Chief of Police and Mr. Cameron Eugenis, Deputy Chie£ The meeting was 
arranged to discuss those archdiocesan priests who have been withdrawn as a result of a 
substantiated allegation of the sexual abuse of a minor and currently reside at the 
Cardinal Stritch Retreat House located in Mundelein, Illinois. Chief Rose made it clear 
throughout the meeting that the discussion was not to include any withdrawn priest living 
in Mundelein who is already a registered sex offender. 

After preliminary discussion surrounding the process of a priest being withdrawn from 
ministry and the Review Board process, Mr. O'Malley informed Chief Rose and Deputy 
ChiefEugenis of the information that Francis Cardinal George had wished to share with 
the Mundelein police concerning the aforementioned priests. 

Chief Rose stated that basic information they would like to be provided on any priest 
removed from ministry and living at the Retreat House would be their date of birth, a 
picture of each man, and a picture of each man's car. Through further discussion, the 
following information was also requested on each aforementioned priest: height, weight, 
eye color, hair color, social security number, driver's license number and expiration date, 
employment information, vehicle information [make, mode~ year, color, license plate 
number]. 

It was also agreed that PRA would contact Chief Rose and Deputy ChiefEugenis via 
phone in the event that one of the aforementioned priests moves into or out of the Retreat 
House. 

PRA then verbally provided the following information on each withdrawn priest residing

11. On-site visits by the Director and the VP annually to include a meeting with the cleric. 

This Individual Specific Protocol is to be reviewed annually with the Director, VP, and the cleric. Also, 
there can be additional, written notations tailored to the needs of a specific situation which are signed by 
all parties and appended to this document. Any change or alteration to this agreement will involve 
consultation with the cleric, his on-site supervisor, the Director, and the VP. The cleric, his on-site 
supervisor, the Director, or the VP can initiate the discussion for change or alteration, or request that this 
Individual Specific Protocol be reviewed by the independent Review Board. At the discretion of any of 
the parties, the legal and/or canonical counsel of the cleric may be involved in the discussions.

This is a follow-up to our interview and subsequent conversation rega . As you know, we 
conducted our interview with him on Thursday, November 13 in prepara 1 r preparing his individual specific 
protocols. We knew going into the interview that Fr. Thomas's Canonical status was distinctive because thus far 
no decree has been issued to him. Given his "informal" status (he essentially agreed to retire and live at 
Mundelein) we were hopeful he would also agree to the terms of supervision and/or that his activities would not 
warrant any major disruptions. He is, after all, 82 years old and we knew his most common destination is to 
Marytown, just down the street. Unfortunately, neither of those two optimistic scenarios came to pass in our 
interview. 

First, Fr. Joe Thomas leaves the Retreat House about five or six days per week. He goes to a variety of 
destinations, mostly in the northern suburbs of Chicago to meet with adult friends, including several 
Archdiocesan priests. He goes to homes to play Bridge with adult friends who are his peers. Minors occasionally 
appear in these homes, but he not report engagement with them and relationship development seems unlikely. 
There is, however, a home in which he visits with his niece, her husband, and their three small children - ages 12, 

9 and 4. The older two are girls and the youngest is a boy. Fr. Thomas reported that he told his niece about "the 
allegation" and "of course told her it wasn't true." So, given that he leaves the retreat house routinely, with a 
variety of companions and has access to minors, verification would be a necessary component of his Individual 
Specific Protocols. 

Second, Fr. Thomas was extremely resistant to any form of verification and was indignant when we asked for the 
names of people with whom he spends time. Although he ultimately gave us several names of his companions, he 
specifically said he does not want any of his friends or family to be called and did not provide any contact 
information. He reported that he just wants to "forget the whole thing." I believe, Shawnte, that we made every 
reasonable effort to explain the reasons for the program and to assure Fr. Thomas that we would be professional, 
respectful and discreet with his information. You will recall that when we discussed his niece's "need to know" 
because she has small children, that Fr. Thomas laughed and that before the interview was concluded, he simply 
walked out. 

The purpose of this note is to request that Archdiocese provide formal direction regarding the process with Fr. Joe 
Thomas. If we are to proceed with his protocol, it is unlikely that he will agree to participate in the Prayer and 
Penance Program on an informal basis and so a decision would have to be made to formalize his status as a 
participant in the program. Otherwise, the decision could be made that the Archdiocese would prefer not to move 
forward with his protocol and no further action would be taken with respect to its development and associated 
verifications. 

Please let me know if you need further information or if I may clarify any portion of this correspondence. Thank 
you for your continued dedication to this work and the opportunity to support you in your role.

My nieces are 
married and my nephews aren't. 

Well, it's just - and I'm just saying this because, you know, I've 
made a lot of those calls and I've had a lot of those conversation 
and most of the time, if they already know, it's really not 
uncomfortable. You just - you know, they're glad that somebody's 
looking after their relative and they want to, you know, it's - they're 
caring, you know. 

I know they are, yeah ... 

The intention is not to be shameful or judgmental or anything like 
that. And, you know, she - I mean, I've listened to Shawnte and

Why? What have I done in the past few years to bring this on? 

Nothing. It's completely not about anything you've done wrong. It's 
not that at all. It's the question of ... 

Question of what? 

It's the question of what's a reasonably consistent level of ... 

I'm 81 years old. I'm not going to - I couldn't even chase after a 
kid. If they pushed me, I'd fall over. 

It's not that. I mean, these are relationships ... 

I don't know what it is then. I'm sorry. I just don't understand. It 
kind of gets me all roused up and now I'll be worried about this for a 
month. I just don't know what to do. I was hoping this would go 
smoothly. 

So the only way that you would feel satisfied about it is if there was 
no contact, whatsoever, with them from us?. 

Right. Yeah, I have nothing to hide really, but I just don't want them 
bothered with this. 

Even if the initial information is provided in writing? I ask because I 
think that we're willing to be accommodating in terms of how it 
happens or how to do it in a way that's most comfortable for you. 

Just say that I don't do 
anything when I'm there. That I'm not alone with them or 
something?

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Because see there are guys in this situation who present 
themselves as priests who are still in good standing, there are guys 
who babysit, there are guys who are cuddling up with kids under 
blankets ... 

I understand that. I understand. 

There's all kinds of things that still happen. 

I know, but I'm not one of them ... 

The fear is - the fear is and it's not about you, but the fear is that 
there's a family that really doesn't know anything and that they 
really don't know that the intention is that you're not alone or 
babysitting or, you know, cuddling up on the couch. 

[Laughs] 

And if something happens with anybody, not just you, but anybody, 
and a family comes back to Shawnte and says, you mean, you 
knew that he wasn't supposed to be babysitting and you never told 
me? We cannot have that happen. 

I don't babysit them. 

And that's fair. The idea is that once you're in a home with 
children, that there would be a verification - it's just a verification. 

Of what? 

Of-exactly what it is that you're saying. 

[Laughs] Of what though? 

That you're not babysitting, that you're not alone with the children, 
that you're not spending time with them in their bedrooms. 

[Laughs] Oh, geez. That sounds like I'm guilty or something. 
Does anyone ask you if you're cuddling up with kids? 

No, I. .. 

I mean, [Laughs] what happened to our America system? 

Have you been through - has he been through an Ecclesiastical 
process? 
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No. 

No. Okay. Is what you're looking for an opportunity to go through a 
polygraph or to clear your name ... ? 

I said I would. I said I would, but nothing ever happened. 

Do you want to pursue that now?

PRECEPT 

Bishops "have been designated by the Holy Spirit to take the place of the apostles as pastors of 
souls and, together with the Supreme Pontiff and subject to his authority, they are commissioned 
to perpetuate the work of Christ, the eternal Pastor." (Christus dominus, n.2b) However, since 
the pastors of the Church can never be expected to carry the burden of pastoral ministry alone 
(Lumen gentium, n. 30), they have been given the order of priests to cooperate in shepherding 
and guiding God's people. Indeed, bishops, "because of the gift of the Holy Spirit that has been 
given to priests at their ordination, will regard them as indispensable helpers and advisers in the 
ministry and in the task of teaching, sanctifying and shepherding the People of God." 
(Presbyterorum ordinis,n. 7) 

Because of this common task, "bishops are to regard their priests as brothers and friends, and are 
to take the greatest interest they are capable of in their welfare, both temporal and spiritual. For 
on their shoulders particularly falls the burden of sanctifying their priests." (Presbyterorum 
ordinis, n. 7b) 

Moreover, the Directory on the Pastoral Ministry of Bishops states, "In the same way as Jesus 
showed his love for his disciples .... so also a bishop .... can hardly fail to realize that he should 
show his greatest love and chief concern for priests .... Led by a sense of duty and sincere and 
invincible charity he gives willing assistance in every way to help priests to esteem the loftiness 
of their priestly vocation, to live serenely, to spread joy to those about them and to fulfill their 
duties faithfully." (n. 107a) 

This same document urges bishops to do "everything possible to prevent the troubles his priests 
could have .... To keep them safe from trouble he takes prompt and prudent measures." (n. 112) 

The Code of Canon Law has described precepts as a means by which ecclesiastical authority 
"directly and legitimately enjoins a specific person or persons to do or omit something, 
especially in order to urge the observance of law" ( c. 49). 

Therefore, I issue this precept, in accordance with c. 49, to urge Reverend Joseph Thomas to 
fulfill the obligations which were placed upon him at the time of his ordination. Because some 
suspicion has arisen about his fidelity to the sacred promises he made at his ordination, I urge 
him in particular to lead a life which is in keeping with the holiness of his vocation. Although he 
is not presently exercising public ministry in the Church, he ought to pursue holiness of life in 
the way that he lives. He is also still bound to the obligation to pray the liturgy of the hours 
daily, to set aside time for spiritual retreats and spiritual direction, to engage in mental prayer, to 
approach the sacrament of penance frequently, to honor the Virgin Mother of God with particular 
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veneration as Queen of Priests, and to use any other means of sanctification which he finds 
helpful (c. 276). 

Because of the obligation to observe perfect and perpetual continence for the sake of the 
kingdom of heaven, Father Thomas is to act with due prudence toward persons who could 
endanger the obligation to observe continence (c. 277§1), and to observe the particulars of the 
attached Individual Specific Protocol (c. 277§3) which has been discussed and explained to 
Father Thomas. This Protocol may be modified from time to time, depending on the 
circumstances. Such modifications will be discussed beforehand with Father Thomas. 

Father Thomas is to avoid all those things which are unbecoming the clerical state, or those 
things which are foreign to the clerical state ( c. 285), especially those things which are set forth 
in the attached above-mentioned Individual Specific Protocol. 

Father Thomas is hereby dispensed from his obligation to wear ecclesiastical garb (c. 284), and 
is strongly urged not to do so. Father Thomas is urged not to exercise the rights of any 
ecclesiastical office, and is to observe everything in accordance with the Individual Specific 
Protocol. 

In order to ensure that these obligations are met, I am delegating Ms. Shawnte Jenkins to 
receive information regarding Father Thomas's fulfillment of this precept and his Individual 
Specific Protocol. 

I am establishing this precept in a spirit of fraternal charity, mindful of my responsibility to 
encourage my priests to remain faithful to the obligations of the clerical state. Because the 
attached Individual Specific Protocol has been established in dialog between Father Thomas, 
the Vicar for Priests, Office for the Protection of Children and Youth, I accept the provisions of 
this document, and urge Father Thomas to fulfil them in accordance with the obedience he is to 
show to me as his ordinary ( c. 273), and which he promised at his ordination.

On August 27, 2009 I met with Fr. Joseph Thomas at the q~di~al Stritch Retreat House. 
During our meeting I ask Fr. Thomas to tell me about any time he has encountered 
children within the past two weeks. He stated that last Sunday he was at his nephew 

home and his grand nieces and nephews were there. I informed Fr. 
Thomas that per his ISP he is to contact me prior to his departure and disclose that he will 
be in a home with children prior to the event. Fr. Thomas stated that his ISP does not say 
that. I pulled out his ISP and read to him page 2 of his ISP that states: 

With a prudent companion who is present from the time he arrives until the time he leaves, 
Joseph Thomas is permitted to spend time in homes with related families who have minor 
children. With permission, Joseph Thomas may visit with related families that have minor 
children, provided that the permission is obtained prior to departure, the accompaniment of a 
prudent companion can be verified and social time is spent in common areas of the home. Such 
contact must also be logged for review by his Compliance Supervisor. 
Joseph Thomas is prohibited at all times from being alone with anyone under the age of 25. 

After reading this section of the ISP to Fr. Thomas stated, "I don't read that thing" he 
then stated that I said to him, "You don't have to do that". I informed Fr. Thomas that I 
have never and would never tell him that he did not have to follow what is written in his 
ISP, especially such an important protocol that specifically relates to contact with 
children. I then offered Fr. Thomas the opportunity to review the recordings of our 
meeting to reiterate that I never made that statement to him. Fr. Thomas declined. I 
reminded Fr. Thomas that he has followed this protocol in the past and has disclosed that 
he would be in a home with children and his adult niece acted as his 
Prudent Companion. Fr. Thomas acknowledged that he recalls when he complied with 
this protocol. He then apologized for violating his ISP and stated that it will not happen 
again. 

Additionally, after a review of the Clergy Daily Log for August 23, 2009, Fr. Thomas did 
not indicate this contact on his log sheet. The information on the log sheet is vague and 
nowhere indicates that he will be at his nephews home, with children present (see 
attached log sheet.)

HISTORY OF ALLEGATIONS: SUBSTANTIATED AND NON-SUBSTANTIATED 

ALLEGATION 1. TIMEFRAME: 1980's 

Allegation came forward in 2002. Victim reported that Joseph Thomas abused him when he 
attended St. Margaret Mary's grade school in the 1980's. Victim reported that the abuse began 
when he was in the 3rd or 4th grade and continued until he was in the gth grade. 

The abuse consisted of kissing on 
the mouth, fondling of genitals, masturbation and oral sex. This allegation was substantiated 
by the review board. 

ALLEGATION 2. TIMEFRAME: 19 5 9-19 60 
Allegation came forward in April 2004. A third party report was made against Joseph Thomas. 
The reporter stated that a male minor reported to him that Joseph Thomas sexually abuse him 
when he was sixteen or seventeen years old. 

ALLEGATION 3. TIMEFRAME; 1959-1960 
Allegation came forward in April 2004. A third party reported that Jose 
male minor when the minor was nine or ten years old. 

Joseph Thomas's response to this allegation was that

review board. 

CURRENT CANONICAL STATUS 

Cardinal Francis George issued Joseph Thomas a precept on February 18, 2009 stating that he is 

to observe the Individual Specific Protocol and avoid all things unbecoming ofthe clerical state. 

Joseph Thomas is dispensed from his obligation to wear ecclesiastical garb and urged not to 
exercise the rights if any ecclesiastical office. 

COMPLIANCE HISTORY 

Fr. Thomas was extremely resistant to any form of verification and was indignant when asked 

for the names of people with whom he spends time. Although he ultimately gave several 

names of his companions, he specifically said he does not want any of his friends or family to be 

called and did not provide any contact information. He reported that he just wants to "forget 

the whole thing." Fr. Thomas walked out of the interview for his protocol before it was 

concluded. Fr. Thomas continues to be concerned about the Archdiocese of Chicago having 

contact with his family, he has refused several times to have a family meeting that has been 

recommended by Compliance Supervisor 

CURRENT LIVING ARRANGEMENT AND INVOLVEMENT WITH MINORS 

Joseph Thomas is currently living in the Cardinal Stritch Retreat house with 5 other members of 
the Archdiocesan Priesthood who have been removed from ministry due to substantiated 
allegations of sexual abuse of minors. The Cardinal Stritch Retreat House does not permit 
underage participants in retreats and on the occasions that minors are visiting seminary 

property, Joseph Thomas is instructed to avoid the area in which the minors are visiting. Joseph 
Thomas reports that he has contact with his niece's minor children that are ages 5, 7 and 9. He 

denied that he baby sits the children or is ever alone with the children. Compliance Supervisor 
has directly informed Joseph Thomas's nice of his history of sexual misconduct with minors.

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Victim Statement Abstract 

This abstract supplements the Individual Specific Protocols prepared for Fr. Joseph Thomas by 
the Archdiocese of Chicago Office for Protection of Children and Youth. The Protocols 
summarize three allegations of misconduct brought against Thomas. Victim KV alleged Thomas 
abused him at St. Margaret Mary School in the 1980s and the misconduct included kissing, 
genital fondling and oral sex. Victim LH was required to undress in front of Thomas and Victim 
LG alleged that Thomas required members of a parish sports team to undress and shower in front 
of the cleric. 
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COMMITMENT TO PARTICIPATE IN COMMUNITY SUPPORT 

The Roman Catholic Archdiocese of Chicago has initiated a program of support and 
accountability for the priests of the Archdiocese who have been removed from ministry due to 
their sexual misconduct with minors. The program is voluntary in that a priest may choose to 
participate or may choose to leave the priesthood. Joseph Thomas has expressed his desire to 
engage in this program, fully recognizing it will mean a significant increase in accountability and. 
a decrease in his overall levels of privacy. This is seen as a positive sign, as openness to support 
and intervention by others is one of the essential components for long-term abstinence from 
sexual offending. 
The Archdiocese has asked Joseph Thomas to identify the friends and family members who 
would be willing and able to offer support and accountability to him as he moves through his 
daily life. You were among those he identified. 
If you are willing to accompany Joseph Thomas in this way, the following is asked of you: 
1. That you review Joseph Thomas's history of allegations and substantiated offenses, 
2. That you review his Individual Specific Protocols, which tell you what he is permitted to do. 
and what he is not, 
3. That you agree to support Joseph Thomas through interrupting high-risk behaviors (such as 
his attempting to be alone with a minor) if they occur and informing his Compliance Supervisor 
of any other concerns or violations of the protocols, 
4. That you agree to on-going, open communication with Joseph Thomas's Compliance 
Supervisor so that any problems may be identified and addressed before they become serious.
