Richard Brown (chairperson)

Richard Brown is an attorney with a
private practice in Springfield. He
earned a bachelor’s degree from
American International College in
Springfield, and obtained his law degree
from Western New England College.

After four years in private practice,
he served for five years as an assistant
district attorney for Hampden County,
where he prosecuted chronic offenders
before returning to private practice.

Thomas Duane

Thomas Duane is an investigator for
the Berkshire Juvenile Court and
Berkshire Family and Probate Court. He
holds a bachelor’s degree from the
University of Scanton in Pennsylvania,
and a master’s degree in social science
from Fordham University in Bronx, N.Y.

He began his long career in child pro-
tection as a Catholic Charities gang
mediator in the Bronx. He moved to
Pittsfield in 1954, and where he ran the
Catholic Youth Center for three years.

From 1957 to 1967, he was the assis-
tance administrator of the former St.
Luke’s Hospital. After the hospital
merged into Berkshire Medical Center,
he became the Berkshire County district
executive for the Massachusetts Society
for the Prevention of Cruelty to
Children. He joined the court system in
1989, and worked with Catholic
Charities in the Berkshires until he
retired in 2002.

Teresa Harris

Teresa Harris earned a bachelor’s
degree from Our Lady of the Elms
College in Chicopee, and a master’s
degree in guidance and psychological
science from Springfield College. She
holds another master’s degree in social
work from the University of
Connecticut.

She began her professional career as
a medical social worker at Mercy
Hospital in Springfield. After five years,
she worked for the Children’s Aid and
Family Service in Northampton.

Harris then served as a social worker
for the Area Mental Health Clinic (now
River Valley Counseling Center) in
Holyoke. She then served for 31 years as
the assistant executive director for the
Children’s Study Home in Springfield,
where she developed the agency’s pro-
tective services program under contract
with the state DSS. She retired in 1998.

Lois Lynch

Lois Lynch, a licensed psychologist
and social worker, holds a bachelor’s
degree in English from Our Lady of the
Elms College in Chicopee, and a mas-
ter’s degree in education from
Springfield College. She later earned
advanced degrees in administration and
counseling from the University of

Reiter became a professor of psychiatric
nursing at American International
College in Springfield in 1992, and
retired from the school in 2002.

She is currently a counselor and nurse
for the Curtis Blake School, a special-
ized school for students with learning
disabilities.
